Appears in the City Directories from 1909 – 1948 located at 10-12 Georges Road. After that, it became Rutgers property.

“It is an English firm--a branch of the century old Reckitts and Sons, Ltd. of England. It is the only branch of the Reckitts’ concern in this country, although there are storehouses in several cities in this part of the county where Reckitts raw material and finished products are kept.”

Uses: laundry, paper making, hair coloring, animal dying (when being put on show)

“The local Reckitts plant was located here expressly to care for the American trade of the company and virtually all the blue sent out from this plant stays in the country.”

50 employed at the New Brunswick factory. 

Factory housed club rooms and recreation rooms maintained by the company for their employees including: a room for cards and billiards, a shooting gallery, tennis courts and a baseball field
